(WAITING RESTRICTIONS) ORDER 2018
Derbyshire County Council proposes making an Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 to restrict waiting by vehicles (except those delivering or collecting goods or loading and unloading) on the following lengths of road:-

NO WAITING AT ANY TIME

Hardwick Street, Tibshelf

South West Side

From its junction with High Street in a south-easterly direction for a distance of 20 metres.

North East Side

From its junction with High Street in a south-easterly direction for a distance of 23 metres.

Brooke Street, Tibshelf

North East Side

From its junction with High Street in a south-easterly direction for a distance of 37 metres.

South West Side

From its junction with High Street in a south-easterly direction for a distance of 33 metres.

B6014 High Street, Tibshelf

South East Side
From its junction with Brooke Street in a north-easterly direction for a distance of 4 metres.

South East Side
From a point 29 metres north east of its junction with Hardwick Street in a south-westerly direction to a point 5 metres south-west of Hardwick Street.

West View, Tibshelf

West Side

From its junction with Doe Hill Lane in a northerly direction for a distance of 14 metres.

East Side

From its junction with Doe Hill Lane in a northerly direction for a distance of 45 metres.

Raven Avenue, Tibshelf

Both Sides

From its junction with West View in an easterly direction for a distance of 7 metres.
Primrose Hill, Blackwell

Both Sides

From its junction with Alfreton Road in a south-easterly direction for a distance of 27 metres.

Alfreton Road, Blackwell

South East Side

From a point 12metres south west of its junction with Primrose Hill to a point 2 metres north east of its junction with Primrose Hill.

North West Side
From its junction with Gloves Lane in a north-easterly direction for a distance of 10 metres.

Gloves Lane, Blackwell

Both Sides

From its junction with Alfreton Road in a north-westerly direction for a distance of 13 metres.
Quarry Lane, Stonebroom

West Side

From its junction with High Street in a northerly direction for a distance of 19 metres.
East Side

From its junction with High Street in a northerly direction for a distance of 3 metres.
High Street, Stonebroom

North West Side

From its junction with Quarry Lane in a south-westerly direction for a distance of 13 metres.
Limited Waiting 1 hour no return within 1 hour Mon-Sat 9am-6pm

B6014 High Street, Tibshelf

North West Side

From a point 64.5 metres south-west of its junction with Brooke Street in a south-westerly direction for a distance of 33.5 metres.

South East Side

From a point 31 metres south-west of its junction with Brooke Street in a south-westerly direction for a distance of 57 metres.

NO STOPPING ON SCHOOL ENTRANCE MARKINGS  MONDAY – FRIDAY 8AM – 4PM

High Street, Stonebroom

North West Side

From its junction with Quarry Lane in a north-easterly direction for a distance of 34 metres.

From a point 53 metres north-east of its junction with Quarry Lane in a north-easterly direction for a distance of 26 metres.

Quarry Lane, Stonebroom

East Side

From a point 3 metres north of its junction with High Street in a northerly direction for a distance of 37 metres.

West View, Tibshelf

West Side
From a point 14 metres north of its junction with Doe Hill Lane in a northerly direction for a distance of 28 metres.

Any permanent Traffic Regulation Orders made prior to this Order, insofar as they relate to the lengths of road listed above, will be revoked.

Exemptions will be made for vehicles used in connection with any building operation or demolition; removal of any obstruction to traffic; carrying out of statutory powers or duties taking in petrol etc, from any garage situated within the lengths of road; or as part of a funeral or wedding cortege. The usual exemptions for disabled persons’ vehicles displaying a valid disabled person’s badge will also apply.
